Hashing Crib Sheet
OBJECTIVE: To find the trail and maybe find some beer on the way round …

MARKINGS:
1. The trail is laid using FLOUR – mainly BLOBS ● which are usually set on the GROUND, but may also be set on WALLS, TREES, etc.  
· If you find a blob, you MAY be going the right way (see below).
· Blobs are generally set between 20 and 40 metres apart.  

· If you don’t see any flour for a long time TURN BACK – you have gone the wrong way.
2. Periodically, you will find other symbols:
· A  CROSS × is a CHECK.  The trail can go in any direction from here.  It’s YOUR job to find it.  If you find a series of THREE BLOBS ●after a check, you are ON – in other words, you have found the right trail.  If you find FEWER than THREE blobs, or you find a CIRCLE (see below), TURN BACK.
· A CIRCLE ○ is a FALSE TRAIL.  You have gone the wrong way, so TURN BACK.  False trails are usually laid from checks, but occasionally you will find one on the main trail.  In either case, TURN BACK, otherwise you’ll get horribly lost.
· An ARROW → does what it says on the tin.  If you find one, the hares have been kind to you.

CALLS:
1. CALLING keeps the pack in touch and on the correct trail – particularly when it’s dark.

· Call towards the BACK of the pack to say what you have found.
· Call towards the FRONT of the pack to find out what’s going on.
